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Money Follows the Person Grant Presentation

● Julie reported that Money Follows the Person Demonstration in a Federal Grant that started here in Missouri in October 2007 to assist in transitioning people who would benefit from a community based setting through Sept 2011.

● Targeted to move 250 individuals over a 5 year period.  150 individuals from Hab Centers and 100 from Nursing facilities were targeted.  However, as the project has started, they are finding a much large # of individuals to move from the nursing facilities.

● $2,400 is available to assist each individual with moving expenses

● Eligibility:  Lived in a long term facility at least 6 months, have been Medicaid eligible for 1month, and move into an appropriate community based setting.  

● Community based setting could be where the person rents or owns the living arrangement & have no more than 4 people in the residence.
● Person’s coming from Hab Centers will go through the Regional Offices with DMH, MRDD; Nursing facilities will go through Health & Sr Services.  Independent Living Centers will set up other services.

● Since October, Missouri has transitioned 5 people out of the Hab Center & 10 out of Nursing.  Quality of Life surveys are completed initially, at 1 year, 2 years, & prior to discharge from the program.

● CMS is currently recruiting those interested to apply and become a surveyor.  Applications are available on the MRDD website & individuals will be reimbursed $100 per survey.  Surveyors will attend trainings on how to complete.

● Julie passed out a “Cheat Sheet” & brochure regarding the services.
