Treasurer Report

Discussion

Website update
Meeting minutes are updated and posted on site.  Nancy was able to post all the presentation material for the summit. Rob stated he heard great comments about the presentation materials being available on the web and having them prior to the conference. Christy needs to email *** set of minutes to Nancy.

Nancy needs to update the new APSE-Mo logo on the website. Rob will send a clean copy of this to her.

Nancy is still working on the look of the new website. 

Nancy checked into a suggestion for “Members only” and found the section would be very costly around $1000. Rob suggested maybe putting a link on the APSE-MO web site that links to the National webpage for members only material. 

REGOnline

Rob checked with Kris and found out that there was an initial fee an then a fee for each registration  (Annual fee & breakpoints at 100, then $3 per person) and that it may not be cost efficient for the few times we need it. 

Discussion on utilizing Paypal- is possibly 3.25%, it may be easier and more convenient for participates to pay. Still would require lots of effort in tracking the registrations compared to payments. 
Other options were discussed including providing a stipend to another agency for proving the work of registration. Rob would check with Kris to see if we could contract with their agency to REGonline. More investigation will continue with this. Check with other groups-MRA, MACDDS, to see how they handle this. Will ask Barb H.

· Rob proposed we have a committee to work on this, Darla seconded this. Lori mentioned this is one of the Public Policy Committee’s action plans. Anyone interested in helping with this please join the group.

· Alliance for Full Participation- Karen Flippo is putting out the National challenge to double the number of people working in integrated employment. In 2015, we would be at 50%. This challenges states to see what they can do to achieve this.

Tom will draft the MRA Memo of Understanding to include sharing information on training dates, sharing content of training and marketing of training dates. Possibly doing legislative ** together

DMH Waiver 

Work group will put notes together and present to Lori comparing vision of DMH, the Employment Team and the National white paper to present as APSE-MO position.
