ACRE Update


● Wendy reported that Rob is scheduled to present APSE-MO’s position 



regarding ACRE to the CRP/SESP team on 9/13/07.

Title for board to be “Apse-MO on the Go,” with a panel 


dedicated to each committee with a brief description of activities and 


pictures of events.  Also, we will have one of the “Boot Camp” t-shirts on 


display.  Jackie has requested that all board members who have pictures 


from events to please forward those pictures to her. Wendy reported that 


Rob has ordered some inexpensive pens to use as give-aways at the 


conference, and some nicer pens and hand sanitizer for local events.  


LaDonna suggested we look into the “spray sanitizer,” like the one she got 

from a McKesson rep.


● Missy reported that she sent a check to Nationals for $2030 to cover board 


members registration.  Board members not able to attend are Ron, Becky, 


Johanna, Delores, and Maureen.


● Missy reported that we have had 4 requests for stipends, and there are still 16 


available.  It was decided that those wanting stipends should send a copy 


of their application with a request for stipend to Missy and she will send a 


reimbursement check for $100 to the agency where the individual works.
